The diary of Rodion (Elisha) Ageyev
In April 5, 1915 Rodion Trafimovich Ageyev was hospitalized in a hospital near Moscow, after he was wounded, for the second time, in battle with the Germans, on the eastern front of WW1. On this day he started to write and keep a diary, which describe his life, starting from his childhood in the tiny village Kosachevka, located in western Russia on the border of Belarus, to the day he took his family to the journey of his life to The Holy Land (Palestine). The diary starts with a detailed description of his childhood, and the events which took place in his life as a child. Continues with his enlistment to the army in which he served as a combat officer, his wounding twice in the battles, and the discharge from military duties.
It continues with the purchasing of a farm in the village Marino in The Caucasiaes on the Black sea. It continues with the return to his home village, his involvement in public activity as an elected official in the Agrarian Reform after the October 1917 revolution. It continues through his activity in recruiting people to the Jewish faith, the conversion to Judaism of himself, his family and others. And it ends with the move to Palestine in order to build a new life in a new country, new faith and new culture.
Most of the diary is written in a very “dry” languish. Only dates, facts, names are given. No emotions, no thoughts or debates, and therefore the riddle of what really was going inside the head of our father, seems to remain unsolved forever.
Following is my translation (from Russian) of the diary from the original hand writing of Rodion (Elisha). The original was given to me by my father Shlomo Ageyev for keeps.

A Diary
I started to write this diary on April 5, 1915, when I was hospitalized for treatment of my second time wounding in action, in the hospital Zemski Soyuz, of The Komobok brothers, in St. Rastepino near Moscow.
I was born on November 9, 1884, in Kosachevka, a village in the vicinity of Zagustino town, in area of Klimovichi, region of Mogilev Belarus. (Today, in the area of the village Shumyachi, near the city Roslavl, region of Smolensk, Russia, I.G. )
Since I was very young, I was a child with a developed sense of consciousness. I hated and stayed away from wisecrack ness. As I can remember, my first friend was Sabali Ivanovich, with whom I managed my youth years. Our family was big and therefore, since a very young age, I did not have much freedom. I remember, as a young child, that we did not live in great harmony and that the unpleasant situations made my life tainted and difficult.
I remember very clearly my thoughts and my desires to acquire a certain level of education. And certainly, I had reached my goal together with my friends, thanks for the fact that I was allowed to learn read and write. With us lived grandfather Andrei RIP, a good hearted old man who taught me read and write all winter long, and I was trying my best.

The winter passed bye, followed by the summer. In the following fall (as I recall) I was sent to an elementary school, about 5 kilometers from our village. Now I felt I was like a real pupil. Most of all I remember that I feared to be separated from my friends. When my uncle Daniel went to the army, I even could not afford to miss class since I feared to fall behind my friends in school. But after all, my thoughts and my efforts did not help, since life took a different turn.
In that winter a school was opened  in our village, and I had to transfer to the new school. The teacher, Shtalov Hospodzin was a strict and viscose person and even tried to make us beat each other with whips. Once I had a chance to taste his whip for not fulfilling his orders.
But despite all this, I made a nice progress in that winter. In the following fall I resumed my studies in the public school, since the school in our village closed. Now I was in my second stage of my studies and my effort was greater and better, since I wished to graduate elementary studies and to continue to high school.  As long as the weather was warm, I used to run to school on foot. But when the winter came, and became cold, it was hard to go to school, and therefore, I would have stayed at home four days, and even a whole week. In the end of that winter I already new well reading and writing. Here I have met new friends from the neighboring villages. One of them was Parasim Anikyevich, with whom I spent time in school. We never insulted each other. I had some more good and faithful friends whom I had respected for their good hearts, consider ness and integrity.
The spring and the summer I spent, as expected, in the village. I did any possible work which could help my family. I would go out to graze the horses at nights. In short, I had plenty of work but had no calm. Even when grazing the horses at nights with my friends from the village, or in any other work in the field, time flew bye, the summer passed, following the fall and again the winter came. I was sent again to school, and now I decided to make an effort and to finish my studies in the elementary school. But despite all my wishes and hopes, things did not work out as planned. Again, a school was reopened in our village and I was not allowed to go to the public school. Now studies were not as in the other school, since I was forced to work and help at the family farm, and many times I had to give up school because of various works and choirs I had to fulfill. At the end, against my will, I had to quit school, and this made me very sad. 
Every spring we used to collect and to guard the maple syrup from the Maple ( Biroza) trees for the Quwass industry. One spring I paid the consequences of my carelessness. It was a wonderful spring day. Me and my brother Stephan went out to the forest to keep an eye on the maple syrup buckets. As usual, we took with us a small ax with which we used to chop wood for the camp fire. On that day friends and girlfriends come to visit us and to get some maple syrup. We were very happy with the guests and I was over excited and started to make slits in the maple trees for the friends to put on their containers to collect syrup. But the slits I made were not deep enough. My brother took the ax from my hands and starts to deepen the slits. And I, with my carelessness, stuck my finger into one of the slits in order to clean it when I was hit by the ax and part of my finger was cut off. I was bleeding heavily and my friends could not stop the blood. They wrapped the finger and we all ran frightened home. My parents were also very frightened, but managed to stop the bleeding at the end.
The pain which I suffered was double because I was wounded and because of the party which stopped as a result. Time passed bye and my wound started to heal, but not for long. One morning I went out with the herd to the field and one of the calves started to run away. In order to stop it I had to grab it by the horns, but I was thrown to the ground into a ditch and the calve stepped on my wounded finger. Now I was suffering pain of hell and it took quit a long time until this wound fully healed. Even though I was wounded I had to help in the farm and in the harvest. As I have already said, our home was very big and the order in it was far from ideal. This situation effected the health and also resulted that we, the young, ceased to respect the elderly and to behave mischievous.
Once, my late grandfather collected apples and soaked them in a barrel in order to prepare apple cider. I and my brother Stephan found the barrel and started to still from it apples. And this was not all, we also gave apples, which we took without permission, to our friends. This continued until almost no apples were left in the barrel. I also remember well what happened in the wedding of my cousin. Me and my childish brains wanted to go wild a bit. They kept the vodka in a case and put my young cousin Nista Nikolayeba to guard it. When I learned about it I flattered my cousin and asked her to give me some vodka. I was surprised when she gave me a full cup of vodka. I drank it all and became very joyful. I then decided to give some to my friend Sabily Ivanovich. I called him and we approached the “guard” and she let us drink as much as we wanted. We drank so much to the point which we had to be shacked hard in order not to go to sleep forever. And so I had to live through unpleasant experiences and misunderstandings which mudded my life and made it hard on my heart. I decided to throw away all this and to start a more serious and productive life, and to put all my efforts into managing the house hold and family economy. 
Once in the spring, I had to go to the center to buy something for my father and to return in the evening. With me went Semion Petrovich and Vasilie dimitrovich. My friends finished their business earlier than me and we headed back to the village. Semion had an ax. When we left the center we heard some noises from the woods. I was scared and said that we should follow, but my friends said not to worry since we have a weapon to protect ourselves in case we will be attacked. At that moment approached us, running from Yorbashi village, Ivan Anoprevich and said that they are being attacked. Semion wanted to run with the ax but I stopped him, so he gave the ax to Ivan Anoprevich. Ivan ran and Semion followed him but I was afraid, I did not know where to run. I grabbed Vasilie by the hand and we both ran on the road after them. As we ran I saw how Ivan hits someone with the ax and he fell down. I wanted to know who he was but was too afraid to do any thing. We ran away. Semion followed us and called us to wait for him, but we did not stop and he managed to reach us only by our village.
In his hands Semion held the ax and I said that with that ax Ivan killed someone, but Semion said that he did not see a thing, only said that there was only a brawl. I noticed that the ax is clean, and asked him if he used it, but the answer was that he did not. I did not believe him and we were debating what to do with the ax. We decided that when we get home we shall throw it under the table and then go out without telling anybody. And that exactly what we did. In the evening we attended the village meeting, we played an sang but with a heavy heart. The next morning I awaited to hear the news, and still believed and worried of what I thought happened the day before. Later on I calmed down, but suddenly I heard people in the street talking something. My uncle Nikolai, which was the head of the village, sent me out to find out what is going on. As I was about to go out I had changed my mind. And I returned to tell my uncle the whole story of yesterday. I was very frightened but although I was summoned a few times to testify, thanks God, the whole story just went away.
Time was moving fast and Uncle Daniel returned home. He got married, and after a short while left for The Caucasia. A shot while later, the aunt left too and joined her husband. My life moved slowly along and the time of my enlistment to the army was close.
On May 9, 1905 I went to The Caucasia to live with my uncle. I lived there 8 months. As I returned to our village I was caught by the revolution in Rostow Na Donnu , there I have “suffered” for a whole week in the last time I visited there.

On January 2, 1906 I arrived home and continued working in the farm till my enlistment to the army.

On October 25, 1906 I was enlisted to the army. I lived for a week and a half in a small town and then returned home where I stayed till November 4, 1906 when I went out to my army duties. I was posted to a camp in the village Medveds in the area of Novogrod.
On November 18, 1906 I arrived to my company and on March 15, 1907 I finished my basic training. In April I went to Commanders Course and on October 10, 1907 I finished the course and returned to my unit.
In November 1907 I was assigned a command duty. On December 19, 1908 I was promoted 
to be an officer and received the rank of “Strashe Unter Offitzer”.

In 1909 I was stationed in the army camp in Krasni Silo, where I continued my service.

On December 15, 1909 I was discharged from the army and continued to serve in the reserve army. 

On December 19 1909 I returned home and worked in the farm.

On February 18, 1910 I went to my uncle Daniel in The Caucasia.

In April 1910 I left my uncle in the area of the Black sea in the town Sochi and moved to Tuapsai where I worked building a bridge. In May I started to work for a Baron where I lived until September 27, 1912. On that day I left for Stavostopol in order to reenlist to the army.

On December 4 1912 I returned to my birth village. 
On June 5, 1911 my brother Kuzma enlisted to the army.
